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I INTRODUCTION

1. National Board of Examinations (NBE) was established in 1976 on recommendation of a 
high level expert group. NBE started its operations between 1976 to 1982 as a wing of the 
National Academy of Medical Sciences (NAMS). NBE was established as an independent 
autonomous organization under Societies Registration Act ,1860 on 1st March 1982.

2. The prime objectives of NBE is to elevate the standards of post graduate medical education 
in modern medicine and conducting examinations of high standard on all India basis.

3. NBE has evolved as one of the largest professional autonomous organizations at global 
scale during 36 years of its existence as autonomous body. 

4. NBE conducts examinations in 72 disciplines and subspecialties of modern medicine 
which includes DNB programme in 29 broad and 25 super specialties. NBE has accredited 
469 institutions/ hospitals in public and private sector all over the country. 

5. National Board is also conducting Fellowship programme in 18 sub-specialties for MD/MS/
DNB Speciality who have completed their training in the concerned specialties. Selection 
to the fellowship programme is based on an entrance test and admission to the courses 
is through centralized merit based counseling.

6. NBE provides a common national standard for evaluation of minimum level of attainment 
of the knowledge and competencies of postgraduate and postdoctoral training. Well 
equipped centers have been identified and accredited by NBE in the concerned specialties 
to provide excellent training infrastructure and faculty for the candidates. Diplomate 
Qualifications awarded by NBE have established benchmarks of high quality in the field 
of medical education in the country.

7. NBE has pioneered use of Computer Based testing for PG & post doctoral Medical Entrance 
Exams in the country. Beginning 2012, All PG post doctoral Medical Entrance Exams and 
Screening test are being conducted on Computer Based Test platform. The introduction 
of computer technology has transformed the test delivery and student assessment.

8. The Diplomate/Fellow qualifications (DNB/FNB) awarded by the National Board of 
Examinations have been equated with postgraduate degree and postdoctoral level 
qualifications of universities by the Government of India, Ministry of Health and Family 
Welfare. The holders of NBE qualifications awarded after an examination are eligible to 
be considered for specialists’ posts in any hospital and for teaching positions at academic 
institutions. The holders of NBE qualifications awarded after an examination i.e. DNB, are 
eligible to be considered for specialists post / faculty in any hospital including training /
teaching institution on a teaching post / as faculty members / teacher / Assistant Professor/ 
lecturer.
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9. Over the years NBE’s research engagements have also increased significantly. NBE has 
consistently promoted collaborations with various national and international agencies/
bodies of repute in the field of medical education and research to promote and provide a 
broader range of both technical as well as academic expertise to enrich the various DNB 
programmes being conducted by the board. 

10.NBE in collaboration with Childrens Heart Link, USA, and People4People, India, are 
organizing interactive virtual teaching program for pediatric cardiology candidates to 
deliver a comprehensive and more widely accessible quality teaching program through 
CME sessions consisting of didactic webinars and Web discussions and quizzes. 

11. NBE has introduced NBE Awards for excellence in teaching & training in five categories.  
A total of 43 Faculty members and 11 Institutes have been selected for NBE Awards for 
Excellence in teaching and training since 2012.

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III EXECUTIVE SUMMARY
In the year 2017-18 National Board of Examinations completed 36 years of its inception as 
an independent autonomous organization in the field of Post Graduate Medical Education. 
National Board of Examinations during the year conducted NEET PG, NEET MDS, DNB 
CET, CET-SS, PD-CET, Screening Test, DNB Final, Fellowship Entrance Examination, 
and Fellowship Exit Examination for a total of 2,25,295 candidates.

Total Candidates who took NBE examinations: 2,25,295

1. DNB Final examination and Fellowship Exit examination were conducted across various 
centers in the country by NBE. Improvements in assessment methodology backed by 
research in assessment were instrumental in achieving excellence. During the year 
2017-18, a total of 4359 candidates qualified DNB Final Examination for broad specialties, 
593 candidates qualified DNB Final Examination for Super Specialties and 189 candidates’ 
qualified Fellowship Exit examination and NBE certified a total of 5141 candidates for 
award of DNB and FNB qualifications in year 2017-18.

2. DNB CET June 2017 (in which 28671 candidates appeared), DNB-CET SS January 
2018  (in which  5220 candidates appeared), DNB PD CET (in which 3668 candidates 
appeared) and Fellowship Entrance Examination (in which 1732 candidates appeared) 
were all conducted on Computer Based Test (CBT) Mode.

3. NEET-PG eligibility-cum-ranking examination prescribed as the single entrance examination 
to various MD/MS and PG Diploma Courses as per Section (10) of Indian Medical Council 
Act 1956 was conducted to All India 50% quota seats for MD/MS/PG Diploma courses (all 
states except Andhra Pradesh, Jammu & Kashmir and Telangana), State quota seats for 
MD/MS/PG Diploma courses for all States/Union territories of India (including the states 
of Andhra Pradesh, Jammu & Kashmir and Telangana), MD/MS/PG Diploma courses at 
all Private Medical Colleges, Institutions & Universities/Deemed Universities all across 
the country, MD/MS/PG Diploma courses at Armed Forces Medical Services Institutions 
and DNB Broad specialty courses (January 2018 Admission Session) as a Computer 
Based Test on 7th January 2018 in 129 cities across the country. The candidates who were 
registering for NEET PG were provided with the option of choosing their examination 
centre through the online registration system.  A total of 128917 candidates appeared for 
the NEET PG online examination out of which 91137 candidates passed the examination. 
The test comprised of 300 Multiple Choices, single correct response questions in English 
language only.

4. NEET-MDS is an eligibility-cum-ranking examination prescribed as the single entrance 
examination to various Post Graduate MDS Courses under Dentists Act, 1948 was 
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conducted for admission to Postgraduate Dental Courses’ for the academic session 
2018-2019 which will includes All India 50% quota seats for MDS courses (all states 
except Andhra Pradesh, Jammu & Kashmir and Telangana), State quota seats for MDS 
courses for all States/Union territories of India (including the states of Andhra Pradesh, 
Jammu & Kashmir and Telangana), MDS Diploma courses at all Private Dental Colleges, 
Institutions & Universities all across the country, MDS courses at Armed Forces Medical 
Services Institutions as a Computer Based Test on 7th January 2018 in 29 cities across 
the country. The candidates who were registering for NEET MDS were provided with the 
option of choosing their examination centre, date and time through the online registration 
& scheduling system.  A total of 22650 candidates appeared for the NEET MDS online 
examination out of which 19184 candidates passed the examination. The test comprised 
of 240 Multiple Choices, single correct response questions in English language only.

5. NEET-SS an eligibility-cum-ranking examination prescribed as the single entrance 
examination to various DM/ M.Ch. Courses as per Section (10) of Indian Medical Council 
Act 1956.NEET-SS is a single window entrance examination for all Super Specialty 
courses. NEET SS 2017 was conducted as computer based test on 10th June 2018 in 
16 cities across the country. The candidates who were registering for NEET SS were 
provided with the option of choosing their examination cities through the online registration 
& scheduling system.  A total of 13347 candidates appeared for the NEET SS online 
examination out of which 6709 candidates passed the examination. The test comprised 
of 200 Multiple Choices, single correct response questions in English language only. 

6. Admissions to various DNB & FNB courses are being done through Centralized merit based 
counseling conducted by NBE. For DNB CET (POST MBBS) – January 2017 Admission 
Session, 3920 candidates attended the counseling and 2436 candidates registered, for 
DNB CET (POST MBBS) – July 2017 Admission Session, 2596 candidates attended 
the counseling and 1204 candidates registered. For DNB PDCET (POST DIPLOMA) – 
January 2017 Admission Session, 1383 candidates attended the counseling and 1145 
candidates have registered till now. For DNB PDCET (POST DIPLOMA) – July 2017 
Admission Session, 756 candidates attended the counseling and 564 candidates have 
registered till now. For DNB CET SS – January 2017 Admission Session, 143 candidates 
attended the counseling and 48 candidates registered. DNB CET SS – January 2018 
Admission Session, 1303 candidates attended the counseling and 888 candidates have 
registered till now. For NBE FET (Fellowship) – 2017 Admission Session, 110 Candidates 
attended the counseling and 40 candidates have registered till now.

7. NBE maintained interface with more than 4100 faculty members and specialty experts 
from leading medical institutions of the country.

IV ACTIVITIES UNDERTAKEN DURING THE YEAR
1. Examinations
a. DNBCET CENTRALIZED ENTRANCE TEST (CET):
There is a common CET for entry to all DNB Broad specialty courses. Candidates who 
have completed their compulsory internship after graduation are eligible to take the 
CET examination. DNB CET is of the MBBS exit standard, this is a computer based test 
consisting of one objective type paper of three hours duration there being 180 multiple 
choice questions.

During the year 2017-18, 28671 candidates appeared out of which 22,002 candidates 
passed the CET examination. DNB CET January session was merged with NEET PG 
Entrance Examinations.

b. DNBCETSS CENTRALIZED ENTRANCE TEST (SUPER-SPECIALITIES)
Entrance to various to post MD/MS/DNB Super Specialty courses is done through 
CET-SS entrance examination. Candidates in possession of Post Graduate Qualification 
are eligible to take the CET-SS examination.

During the year 2017-18, 5220 candidates appeared in CET-SS January 2018 examination. 
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c. DNBPDCET CENTRALIZED ENTRANCE TEST (POST – DIPLOMA):
The Post Diploma CET is an entrance examination for entry to the DNB Broad Specialty 
secondary seats. Candidates having recognized Post Graduate Diploma qualification can 
apply for post Diploma-CET (PD-CET) Examination in the same Broad Specialty.

During the year 2017-18, a total of 3668 candidates appeared out of which 1452 candidates 
appeared in DNB- PDCET June 2017 & 2216 appeared in DNB- PDCET December 2017 
examinations.

d. FELLOWSHIP ENTRANCE TEST:
This examination is held once in a year in the month of January- February 2018 for entry 
to fellowship courses. During the period under report, 1722 candidates appeared and 
1525 candidates passed the fellowship Entrance Examination.
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e. SCREENING TEST FOR FOREIGN MEDICAL GRADUATES:
The Government of India has entrusted the conduct of Screening Test under Screening 
Test Regulation 2002 for the candidate who have undergone medical training aboard to 
the National Board.

The test is conducted as per the scheme approved by Hon’ble Supreme Court of India in 
June & December every year in computer based platform.

During the year 2017-18, 15949 candidates appeared out of which 1781 candidates 
passed the FMG examination.

During the year under report Fellowship exit examination was held in May-June 2017 in 
which 227 candidates appeared and 189 passed.

g. NEET–MDS NATIONAL ELIGIBILITY CUM ENTRANCE TEST

NEET-MDS 2018 shall be the single eligibility cum entrance examination namely ‘National 

Eligibility-cum-Entrance Test for admission to Postgraduate Dental Courses’ for the 

academic session 2018-2019 which will include the following:

1. All India 50% quota seats for MDS courses (all states except Andhra Pradesh, Jammu 

& Kashmir and Telangana)

2. State quota seats for MDS courses for all States/Union territories of India (including 

the states of Andhra Pradesh, Jammu & Kashmir and Telangana)

3. MDS Diploma courses at all Private Dental Colleges, Institutions & Universities all 

across the country

4. MDS courses at Armed Forces Medical Services Institutions.

The test comprised of 240 Multiple Choices, single correct response questions in English 

language only. A total of 22650 candidates appeared for the NEET MDS online examination 

out of which 19184 candidates passed the examination
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h. NEET–SS NATIONAL ELIGIBILITY CUM ENTRANCE TEST 
NEET-SS is an eligibility-cum-ranking examination prescribed as the single entrance 
examination to various DM/MCh courses as per the Indian Medical Council (Amendment) 
Act, 2016.

NEET-SS is the single window entrance examination for all Super Specialty DM/MCh 
courses in the country. No other entrance examination, either at the state or the Institution 
level, shall be valid for entry to DM/MCh courses as per the Indian Medical Council 
(Amendment) Act, 2016 w.e.f.2017 admission session. Qualifying NEET-SS is mandatory 
for entry to DM/ MCh courses under various Universities/Institutions in the country. 

NEET-SS 2018 shall be the single eligibility cum entrance examination for admission to 
Super Specialty Courses’ for the academic session 2018 which will include the following:

i) All DM/MCh Courses in the country including all Private Medical Colleges/Institutions/
Universities/Deemed Universities.

ii)  All DM/MCh courses at Armed Forces Medical Services Institutions

The test comprised of 200 Multiple Choices, single correct response questions in English 
language only. A total of 13347 candidates appeared for the NEET SS online examination out 
of which 6709 candidates passed the examination.
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i. DNBFINAL EXAMINATION:
Candidates registered with NBE as a DNB trainee or in possession of MD/MS in the 
concerned specialty can appear in the DNB Final Examination after completing their 
requisite training. Final theory examination consists of 4 papers of 3 hours duration each 
consisting of structured short notes types of questions. Candidates successful in the DNB 
Final Examinations are eligible to appear in DNB Final Practical Examination. During the 
year 2017-18, practical centers were engaged by NBE. The specialty wise results for the 
year 2017-18 for DNB Final Examinations is given below:

Formative assessment includes various formal and informal assessment procedures by 
which evaluation of student’s learning, comprehension, and academic progress is done 
by the teachers/ faculty to improve student attainment. Formative assessment test is 
called as “Formative “as it informs the in process teaching and learning modifications. 
FAT is integral part of the effective teaching .The goal of Formative Assessment is to 
collect information which can be used to improve the student learning process . 

Formative assessment is essentially positive in intent, directed towards promoting 
learning; it is therefore part of teaching. Validity and usefulness are paramount in formative 
assessment and should take precedence over concerns for reliability.

NBE has successfully conducted the Formative Assessment for DNB Trainees who are 
pursuing residency in DNB Accredited Institutes/Hospitals on centralized basis all over 
India in which 9497 candidates were included.  The purpose of conducting formative 
assessment of NBE accredited hospitals/institutions is to assist the local institutions 
to develop in to a center of academic excellence.  This would further add value to the 
services being rendered in these accredited hospitals/institutions.

The assessment scheme consists of Three Parts which has to be essentially completed 
by the candidates. The scheme includes:- 

Part I:- Conduction of theory examination

Part-II :- Feedback session on the theory performance

Part-III :- Work place based clinical assessment 

Benefits of formative assessment for the examiners is that they are able to determine 
what standards students already know and to what degree. They can decide what minor 
modifications or major changes in instruction they need to make so that all students can 
succeed in upcoming instruction and on subsequent assessments. They can create 
appropriate lessons and activities for groups of learners or individual students and 
also inform students about their current progress in order to help those set goals for 
improvement.

Benefits of formative assessment for students are that they become motivated to learn 
and take responsibility for their own learning. They can learn valuable lifelong skills 
such as self-evaluation, self-assessment, and goal setting and become more adept at 
self-assessment. In the above pattern NBE has conducted various activities of Formative 
Assessment in the year 2017-18 as per following details:
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C. LEARNING MATERIAL:

NBE has also set up a repository of electronic, content covering 23 specialties available
in 251 volumes in the form of DVD’s. These cover a wide range of issues as a part of the 
Post Graduate curriculum for modern medicine from common topics to esoteric areas of 
knowledge which otherwise are not easily available as learning resource. During this year 
a total of 3160 volumes of DVDs were made available to 115 medical institutes and post 
graduate candidates.

ONCOLOGY

National Board of Examinations in association with Christie NHS Foundation Trust, 
Manchester, UK & Sir Ganga Ram Hospital, New Delhi is offering an International 
Fellowship in Minimal Access Surgery/ Surgical Oncology. The course duration of this 
programme is of 2 years comprising of One Year training at the Christie NHS Foundation 
Trust, UK and One year training at Sir Ganga Ram Hospital, New Delhi. At the end of 
training candidate is eligible to write FNB (MAS) examination of NBE and MCh(Surgical 
Oncology depending on candidate experience) of Edge Hill University,UK.

Eligibility Criteria for Applicant candidates:

(Surgical Gastroenterology)/MCH (Surgical Gastroenterology)/ FNB (Minimal Access 
Surgery)/ DNB (Surgical Oncology)/ MCH (Surgical Oncology)/ FRCS qualification.

(General Surgery) must possess 2 years of formal training in surgical disciplines after 
3 years of post graduate training from NBE Accredited/ Govt. of India recognized 
medical college to meet the 5 years requirement.

The admission Procedure for this programme was successfully conducted through 
video conferencing with Christie NHS Foundation Trust, Manchester, UK for the eligible 
candidates. However no candidate joined the course this year.

E. NBE E Learning Programme

NBE in its continuous endeavor to strengthen post graduate training and assessment 
has undertaken initiatives to introduce E-learning Programme for Pediatrics, Pediatrics 
Cardiology, Emergency Medicine & Family Medicine. It seeks to develop, maintain, and 
increase the knowledge, skills, and professional performance of post graduate residents 
through conducting various structured Webinar classes covering the major primary care 
in specialties topics for residents that will be delivered by distinguished faculties from 
eminent national / regional institutes. The elearning classes will enable the students to 
develop the skills for recognizing the common medical conditions, making timely and 
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NBE is sending information regarding the upcoming CME Program/   Workshops in various 
disciplines to all hospitals and candidates through periodic email also.
